INTERESTING FACTS:

« Bwindi Impenetrable National Park is the only forest where all of the three Great Apes co-exist together:
chimpanzees, gorillas and humans.

* Mountain Gorillas (Gorilla beringei beringei) are critically endangered and survive in three Africa countries:

Uganda, Rwanda and the Democratic Republic of Congo.

* Mountain Gorillas have long glossy coat which helps to keep it warm and dry in the chilly montane forests
it inhabits.

» Each gorilla has its own distinct facial features and ‘nose-prints’ are used to identify and name individuals.

» Gorillas, with an index of 116 have the longest arms of all the African apes.

* “Knuckle-walking” is used by both gorillas and chimps in order to keep their hands clean for eating.

e There are currently six habituated Gorillas groups in Bwindi.

» Gorillas eat more than 60 types of plants.

» ASilverback consumes close to 20 kg's of food per day.
